One of the most exciting new innovations in rescue work is the Global Positioning System (GPS). A GPS receiver is a small electronic device that uses satellite signals from space to compute your location anywhere on Earth.

How does a GPS receiver work? Suppose you are lost on a hike. You turn on your GPS receiver. It receives signals from four or more satellites that are orbiting the Earth. The signals arrive at slightly different times because some satellites are farther away than others. The receiver computes distances by measuring how long it takes each signal to travel. Then, when it has enough data, it can calculate your exact position on Earth. 
How accurate is the GPS system? Military GPS receivers can calculate position within a range of 10-20 meters. Non-military GPS receivers are less accurate, but they can still compute your location to within 100 meters. And when you're lost on a hike, that can be pretty helpful!
