In fact, those good blurbs for bad movies generally come in three types. The first type we'll call the "Unknown critic" blurb. The blurb is real, all right, but it comes from some unknown critic who writes for some unknown paper or website. In fact, some publications exist for only one purpose: to create blurbs for bad movies.

A second blurb type we'll call the "Cutoff" blurb. This takes the real words of a well-known critic, but then cuts them off. For example, "If you like dumb action movies, then don't miss this one" gets cut off, leaving just the end: "Don't miss this one."

A final blurb type is the "Single word" blurb. This picks out a single word from an otherwise bad review and uses it to describe the whole movie. For example, the blurb may say, "Gorgeous!" even though the reviewer wrote: "The hero's car is gorgeous."
