a) There two formats for each level of World Link Series; that is Format 1 and Format 2. Please, reserve the format 2  for the Make- up evaluations,
b) There are fewer exercises on this new format, besides the compositions,
c) There is also a new lay-out of the answer sheet. Please discharge the old ones if you happen to have some,
d) The exams do seem to be easier than the old ones, thus students will spend less time doing the exercises; however they will probably spend the time left writing the compositions,
e) The minimum number of words for Intermediate 3B level is 300 not 350 as requested in the exam,
f) The English Adventure Series on the other hand, has only one format till now. I do not think the general coordination will be able to send another one in time to be used in the make -up, thus we will have to use the unique format for both exams,
g) Some exercises in New Adventure Series need to be done with the help of the teacher’s Edition. These activities are generally listening tasks which appear on the evaluation pages,
h) It is always worth reminding you to request your students not to write on the exam sheets,
i) I would also like to ask you to help the coordination to keep the exams in the right folders and plastic so as to facilitate the use of theses exams. Pay special attention to those sheets used by the students. Please discharge them and ask the coordination for new copies,
j) Remember to keep the exams in your thick folder until the end of the semester,
k) The “Segunda Chamada” will be done on Friday 25 at 4:00 or 7:00 pm for all classes. Students have to pay R$ 10,00 for this second opportunity. Please, fill in a RIT with these students’ names.
