Building with Bobby

INTERVIEWER: Today we're really lucky to have with us, Bobby Paesani - the popular host of his own home repair show, Building with Bobby. Welcome to the show, Bobby. How about starting off by telling our audience how you got started in the home repair business? (QUESTION 1)
