PARAGRAPH 1

I used to always hate shopping. However, after my first shopping spree on the Internet, I suddenly decided that I actually love shopping. What I had never liked about it was driving and walking all over the place looking for what I wanted. And I had hated carrying boxes and bags around while I looked for more things I needed to get. At first I was a little scared about giving out my credit card information over the Internet. I had heard stories about identify theft. And it really is something you should take seriously. But most merchants have installed all sorts of security measures. Before they ask for any sensitive information, they send you to a secure area of the website. All the information that you type in is encrypted. This means that it is translated into a code that no one else can read. In order to be able to read my credit card information, a cyber thief would have to have access to the secret code used by the merchant. It does happen once in a while, but it's very rare.

Some people are worried that the items they order may not turn out to be what they want. What if the size is wrong, or the color doesn't look the same as it did on the screen? Most suppliers offer to take back anything you decide you don't want and immediately refund your money. Clothing companies are used to this kind of problem, and many of them have worked out a really convenient system. If you decide to return an item, you can put it right back in the package it came in. They send along an extra mailing label that you can put over the old one on the outside of the container. There is a preprinted form on which you can indicate why you are returning the item and request a different item or ask for your money back. If you used a credit card for your purchase, the refund usually appears on your record within 48 hours.

For example, I read a review of a book that sounds really interesting and I end up buying it on the spot.
